DAY 2: Quito or Guayaquil/Galapagos/Embark

This morning, fly to Baltra in the center of Galdpagos (required flights at
an additional cost), a little world unto itself in the tropical Pacific Ocean.

San Cristobal

Search for red-footed boobies and the endemic mockingbird and lava
lizard—found only on this easternmost island. Explore Baquerizo Moreno,
where sea lion colonies thrive in the middle of town.

Espanola

In this birding paradise, see swallow-tailed gulls, Espafiola mockingbirds
and, seasonally, the world's only population of waved albatross. Keep an
eye out for vividly colored marine iguanas, and walk amid sea lions on a
white-sand beach.

Floreana

Follow a trail along a rose-pink lagoon sometimes frequented by
flamingos. Visit Post Office Bay, founded by 18th-century whalers, on this
mysterious island with an intriguing human history.

Santa Cruz

Explore Puerto Ayora, the largest town and headquarters of both the
Charles Darwin Research Station and Galdpagos National Park. Head to
the lush, green highlands to see giant tortoises roaming in the wild.

After breakfast, disembark the ship and fly to Quito or Guayaquil. (B)
